In the event of courses being over subscribed,
places will be allocated on a first-come, first-
taken basis.
+ Receipts will only be issued on request.
All courses are subject to revision, addition or
cancellation should unforeseen circumstances
arise, including weather conditions and
insufficient numbers.
Participants should arrive 10 minutes prior to the
course session commencing and must be picked
up immediately after the course session finishes.
