GUIDANCE NOTES
1. Where grant of a Licence is required or alterations have taken place to the premises, the applicant is required to submit two copies of floor layout plans of the premises to a scale of not less than 1:100.  This plan must reflect the physical measures indicated in your Fire Risk Assessment, eg. escape routes, emergency lights and fire signs/fire doors, fire alarm call points, occupancy numbers for each area etc.
2. The consent of the Council will be required under Article 4 of the Cinemas (Northern Ireland) Order 1991 for cinema exhibitions for children at any time during the year.

3. The consent of the Council will also be required for exhibitions at any time on Sundays or other days between the hours of 1.00 am and 8.00 am.

4. Council will consult with the Police Service for Northern Ireland and the Northern Ireland Fire and Rescue Service in relation to this application.

5. A Fire Risk Assessment must be completed and forwarded to the Council.
