JOB PURPOSE:

To assist the Head of Department in providing a high-quality, efficient, safe and effective Health and Recreation Department in line with the Council’s policies and procedures.  Strategically manage the Sports Development Unit to deliver a comprehensive and effective service which promotes the development of sports clubs in the district, encourages the development of elite athletes and promotes individual wellbeing and positive lifestyle choices.

To ensure continuous improvement to deliver a high-quality service to meet the needs of customers, adopting an innovative business planning approach underpinned by best practice.
The post holder will support transformational change within the Department, ensuring and implementing integration of service functions and responsibilities.  They will be responsible for the management and delivery of a high-quality, flexible service to meet the needs of customers in line with best practice and will be required to maximise business development potential.
The post holder will be expected to make a significant contribution to the strategic vision, direction, development and management of the Department including setting and achieving the key outcomes and targets, as well as ensuring an outward-facing and future focus to the work of the Department and in particular to ensure the Service delivers on the Council’s Health and Wellbeing Agenda. 

The post holder will be required to work collaboratively and proactively to foster and sustain effective relationships and partnerships with a wide range of internal and external stakeholders including other officers, elected members, outside bodies and local citizens to advance our Corporate and Departmental agendas.
MAIN DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Contribute to the Development of and implement a Council Leisure and Recreation Strategy and the Sports Development Strategy, including the provision of services and programmes and undertake research on best practice in the UK and elsewhere to establish needs and priorities to inform the strategy.  

2. Develop, implement, monitor and review the Sports Development Strategy and associated action plan, ensuring the inclusive involvement of the community.

3. Ensure the Borough maximises the potential for Sports Development arising from national and regional programmes and strategies and associated funding avenues.

4. Manage and develop staff, particularly those with direct reporting responsibility, to ensure that they, and the employees for which they are responsible:
· Operate within Council policies;

· Effectively manage their teams;

· Deliver services in the most efficient and equitable manner and in accordance with Council governance and financial regulations;

· Deliver their agreed targets; 

· Work in a corporate and collaborative way with other services and departments;

· Efficiently and effectively manage available resources;

· Implement and review appropriate training and development programmes for employees to ensure sufficient skills, capacity and knowledge within the service. 

5. Identify and respond to changes in customer needs in ensuring a ‘customer-based’ approach throughout the Service.  

6. Contribute to the improvement of health and wellbeing in the Borough and the delivery of the Health and Wellbeing strand of the Community Plan, including the reduction of health inequalities.

7. Develop and maintain effective internal and external linkages, relationships and partnerships which support the work of the Department to drive organisational capability and build a culture of service excellence, high performance, innovation, imagination, loyalty and collaboration.  


8. Work collaboratively with the other Services within the Department and in the People Directorate to maximise the outcomes in the Sports Development Strategy.  Explore collaborative and alternative opportunities to deliver Sports Development services and projects, including joint provision with education providers, shared services with other Councils, public/private and public/community partnerships, etc.


9. Manage and support transformational change and the transition of services, ensuring the integration of functions and responsibilities to fulfil the Council’s vision and Corporate Plan.

10. Develop an annual Business Plan for the Service, including measurable objectives and financial targets linked to the Department’s Business Plan.  Support the Head of Department in the development, delivery and monitoring of the Department’s Business, Unit and Performance Improvement Plans, implementing the work programme and managing staff performance. 


11. Prepare budget estimates for the annual rates review process and manage budgets, ensuring compliance with Council policies and financial regulations. 

12. Take responsibility for the management of risk associated with service delivery.  Ensure that the health and safety and safeguarding of employees and service users is paramount by ensuring that all relevant legislation is adhered to and appropriate guidance, policies and procedures are in place.


13. Work with relevant Council officers to establish appropriate marketing programmes and initiatives to promote services and maximise income generation.  


14. Oversee and guide Armagh Banbridge and Craigavon Sports Forum in all aspects of the work undertaken by them to develop sport on behalf of the Council.

15. Support the Community Development Department in the delivery of the Financial Assistance Policy.  


16. Ensure that all voluntary sports organisations in the Borough maximise the benefit from funding programmes including Council, Sports Council Lottery and Awards for All.


17. To effectively and efficiently manage the budgets and grants received for the Sports Development Service and advise on correct procedures to follow regarding partnership involvement where this has a financial implication for Council as an investment either in relation to staff or facilities or both.


18. Research and compile statistical information, reports and documents as required for the Department, Council and Central Government.


19. Prepare committee reports and attend and present at committee meetings and workshops as required.


20. Support the Strategic Director, the Head of Service and, when required, Council, Elected members, the Chief Executive and colleagues by providing timely objective and professional advice across the service functions on all relevant issues.
