I would also like to inform you that during the 2022 competition hanging baskets will not be available for erecting on street lights, but will be available for stands (not provided by council) which are at a manageable height so that they can be cared for by the group. The reason for not supplying the hanging basket for street light erection is due the substantial financial cost to the council for their supply, erection and maintenance, and the height restrictions placed upon us by Department of Infrastructure reducing the visual impact of the baskets.
Council believes that a greater ‘impact’ can be made in towns and village by using stands and other methods. If you would like to discuss plans for your area with one of our Parks Managers or Grounds Maintenance Supervisors we can arrange a meeting in your town/village to discuss your ideas.

This application form must be completed and returned on or before Monday 13 December 2021 to ensure your entry to this competition.  
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
Areas will only be entered where there is a demonstrated commitment measured by:

· Must be a constituted group (with insurance)

· An active committee showing proof of what this committee has achieved, how many active members it has.
· A plan of action, including maps of areas that are being planted and a list of who will be looking after these displays

· Council will not be supplying hanging baskets for erecting on street lights 

· Council will not be responsible for any activities that the group/organisation carries out as part of the Ulster in Bloom competition
· If the groups are going to plant on non-council lands permission must be sought from the land owner

· All floral and plant displays must be openly visible to the general public, on public land or in public domain
· A number of judges from ‘Translink Ulster in Bloom’ will visit your town or village during the summer months to look at the work you have carried out and mark you in the completion against the other entrants

· All council entries will be treated with equity and with the best support our resources permit
· Council will also assess the work carried out by the committee once resources have been allocated.
Please note if your community group has applied for the small floral grant scheme you cannot apply for the Ulster in Bloom competition.
