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Course Details

Autism in Sport Training
(Face-to-Face)

The Autism and Sports Coaching Couse is a 3 hour course
designed to give people a basic understanding of Autism
and the potential challenges for inclusion in sport.
Participants will learn through practical examples, way to
include people with Autism in their sessions and look at
potential strategies and support for keeping people with
Autism engaged in sport and active recreation.

Designated Safeguarding Officer
(Online)

This workshop aims to support those undertaking the
role of Designated Safeguarding Children’s Officer in
sports clubs including creating an awareness of key
legislation and good practice, how to respond in a
range of situations of concern and how to develop the
standards of safeguarding within a club environment.
Attendees must have attended ‘Safeguarding Children
and Young People in Sport’ prior to attending this
workshop and must be over 18 years of age. This
workshop will be delivered online in 1 x 2.5hr sessions.

Emergency First Aid for Sport
(Face-to-Face)

These 2 x 3 hour workshops will cover elements of
First Aid applicable to anyone who is responsible
for coaching/supervising a team or individuals.

A 3 year certificate of competency will be issued
following successful assessment. Attendance at
both sessions is compulsory.

Generating Club Income
(Face-to-Face and online)

Having a realistic and clear understanding of the likely
sustainable income your club can generate is a vital
ingredient of good financial management. A great

way of ensuring your income is sustainable is to get it
from a variety of sources including membership fees;
sponsorship; fundraising; commercial partnerships;
and grant funding.

Growing Your Club (Face-to-Face)

People are the key to the success of any club. Whether
helping to run the club, taking part in the sport’s
activities or any number of other tasks, having the
right people in place generally means a healthier

and happier club.

Safeguarding Children &
Young People in Sport (Online)

This workshop aims to raise awareness of Child
Protection issues in sport and introduces participants
to the Code of Ethics and Good Practice for Children’s
Sport. This workshop is important for all adults involved
in children’s sport, but is particularly recommended

for Coaches, Leaders, Administrators and Officials. The
workshop which has been adapted for online learning is
now delivered in two parts.

Part 1: Mandatory pre-learning that consists of
a 25 minute video which is required to be
undertaken in advance of the online workshop.

Part 2: Online virtual workshop via Zoom.
