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Waste Management
Checklist for Tenants
As a responsible tenant within Armagh City, Banbridge and Craigavon Borough Council, it’s important to ensure that household waste is managed properly and disposed of in line with council requirements. Here are some quick points to help:
Why It Matters
Improper waste disposal by tenants can lead to:
· Unpleasant smells
· Rodent infestations (rats and mice)
· Unsightly alleyways and streets
· Negative impact on property value
· Fines or enforcement action 
 What You Must Do
1. Use the Right Bins
· Blue/Black bin – General waste
· Green bin – Recycling
· Brown bin – Garden and food waste
· If you do not have these bins, please contact your landlord who may obtain one for you.

2. Know Your Collection Days

· Collection day: Bins must be placed at the front boundary of the property by 7:00 am on the scheduled day.
· Secure lids: Ensure bin lids are fully closed. Do not leave excess rubbish on top or beside the bin.
· Do not use other Resident’s bins to dispose of your rubbish
· Do not place bags of rubbish beside or around Street Litter Bins.
· After collection: Remove bins from the pavement promptly once they have been emptied.
Non-Collection of bins

There are several reasons for bins not collected:
· Bin not out at the kerbside by 7am on day of collection 
· Wrong bin out 
· Wrong items in the recycling bins
· Bin overloaded, or excess rubbish 
· Bin too heavy (e.g. full of rubble or soil) 
· Bin damaged (e.g. No lid or wheels - this needs to be replaced for next collection)

4. Keep Your Area Tidy
· Do not leave rubbish bags outside bins or in alleyways
· Keep rear access areas tidy and inaccessible to pests
· Secure bin lids to prevent animals from getting in
· Avoid fly-tipping — it’s illegal and can result in fines 
4. Report Issues
· If your bin is missing or damaged, contact the Council or your landlord
· If you see dumped rubbish or pests, report it promptly
5.  Moving Out?
· Remove and dispose any excess waste appropriately before leaving
· Ensure bins are empty and left at the property
